1.2 Location of Property

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2.
GENERAL TERMS & CONDITIONS
2.1 Eligibility Conditions


The tenderer should:

i) be any person, registered trust, registered firm, and registered cooperative society, private limited company registered in India.

ii) be legally competent to enter into contract as per prevailing laws.

iii) Income Tax Assessment Orders for the last three years would be required.

The BIC Ltd. MAY ALSO CONSIDER a bid submitted by a CONSORTIUM OF PERSONS/COMPANIES.  It is, however, made clear that there should be no change in the consortium structure during the finalisation of the tender right up to the stage of depositing the full bid amount with BIC Ltd.  If there are any changes in the consortium structure, BIC Ltd reserves the right to cancel the sale.  However, the financial arrangement between the parties should be specified in the tender document.  No bid by a Consortium/Partnership Company shall be entertained if in the opinion of the Asset Sale Committee, it has led to reduction in competition.

2.2 Inspection

Bidders will be allowed to inspect the assets and other related documents on stipulated dates (between 06.02.2008 to 29.02.2008) in the presence of officials of company to enable them to do their due diligence.  Bidders are also advised to check and verify the title and other details of the property in the Nazul Department of Collectorate, Kanpur.

2.3 Clarification

A prospective bidder/tenderer requiring any clarification of the bid document may notify the Corporation and the Corporation will respond in writing to any request for clarification which it received not later than 10 days prior to the dead line for submission of the bids.  A copy of the response then would be sent to all prospective bidders/tenderers.

2.4 Opening of Tenders

Tenders will be opened in the Board Room of the B.I.C. Ltd, 11/6, Smt. Parvati Bagla Road, Kanpur in the presence of Tenderers who wish to remain present at 3.00 p.m. on 01.03.2008.
2.5 Earnest Money Deposit (EMD)
The bidder should deposit the Earnest Money as specified in clause 1.4 above, by means of a Bank Draft drawn on a Nationalised Bank in favour of The British India Corporation Limited, payable at Kanpur, in respect of the property.  The EMD should be in a sealed cover marked “Earnest Money Deposit for Park House/Park Lodge, 14/89 and 14/90, Civil Lines , Kanpur”. This amount shall be forfeited, if the party whose offer/bid is finally accepted defaults in making the balance payment in terms of the conditions of sale including failure to complete other sale formalities within the due date.  If, however, the sale is completed within the specified time limit, the EMD shall be adjusted towards the final sale price.  In case of unsuccessful bidders, Earnest Money will be returned within 14 days of the opening of the tender.  No interest will be paid on the EMD.

2.6 Procedure for selecting successful tenderer
i)
a)    The sealed offers will be opened in the presence of Tender Opening Committee and / or the Asset Sale Committee of the Company.  All original documents will be signed by Members of the ASC in whose presence the tenders are opened.

b)   The offers shall be opened in the presence of authorised representative of bidders who may remain present and their presence shall be recorded with their signatures.  The price quoted shall be read out to all present, subject to verification of other contents of the offers.  Mere reading out the price shall not be construed that the offer is valid or acceptable.

ii) Soon after opening the bids, Member Secretary of the ASC shall prepare a ‘Comparative Chart’ of the offers received and along with all relevant details, place the same before ASC.  The meeting of ASC should be held preferable within 10 days after the opening of tenders, so as to take expeditious decision on disposal of properties.

iii) After opening of the sealed offers, in case highest valid offer is found to be lower than the ‘Reserve Price’, the Assets Sales Committee will give all the valid tenderers an opportunity to improve upon their offers and such revised offers shall be submitted in sealed covers at the date and time fixed within 15 days of the opening of the original tenders.  Such revised offers will be opened on a notified date, time and place by the Tender Opening Committee in the presence of the representatives of the tenderers.  In such a case, the tenderers would be only allowed to increase their offer and shall not be allowed to reduce the same.  In case any offer is lowered, the EMD paid with the original offer shall stand forfeited.  In case no revised offer is received from a tenderer it will be presumed that the original offer is the final offer.  A Comparative Chart of the offers shall again be prepared by Member Secretary and put up to the ASC for decision.  In case there is no upward revision of the offers, the matter will be placed before ASC to decide about further course of action.

iv) All Tenderers shall keep their offer valid for acceptance by BIC Ltd for a period of 30 days from the date of opening of financial bid.  If any Tenderer withdraws his offer within the period of 
thirty (30) days, EMD paid by him shall be forfeited.

3.
SALE AGREEMENT

3.1. Execution of Sale Deed

(i)
The Company will execute the sale deed in favour of the purchaser simultaneously on receipt of full amount of the bid.

(ii) The Sale deed shall be executed with the buyer specifying therein all the terms and conditions related to the sale of property of the company.  The “Conveyance Deed” shall be executed with the buyer, the documents will be duly registered and the possession of the property purchased and the title thereof shall be transferred to the buyer only on receipt of full payment of purchase consideration along with interest in case of delayed payment, if any.

(iii) Sale deed will be subject to jurisdiction of the Court where property is situated i.e. at Kanpur.

(iv) All Costs, charges, taxes, if any and expenses incidental to and in relation to the sale including the cost of and incidental to the sale agreements and other writings, if required to be made in pursuance thereof, stamp duty, registration fee, other charges etc, shall be borne and paid by the purchaser alone.

INDEMNITY

The intending purchaser shall indemnify BIC Ltd. against all actions, suits, claims and demands brought or made against it in respect of any thing done or omitted to be done by the intending purchaser in execution of, or in connection with the work of the Agreement and against any loss or damage to the Corporation in consequence or any action or suit being brought against Corporation for any thing done or omitted to be done in the execution of this Agreement.

6.2 The date of intimation of acceptance shall be the date on which intimation regarding the final acceptance of the bid is dispatched to the Purchaser by Registered A.D. post/speed post/Courier at his notified address.  In case of delayed payments, as specified in payment schedule, interest @ SBI Prime Lending Rate + 4% p.a. will be chargeable, for such delay.  Extension in payment schedule shall be at the sole discretion of ASC but not exceeding 60 days in any case.

6.3 If the purchasers do not pay the balance of the purchase money in the manner and within the date & time specified, the Asset Sale Committee shall be at liberty to forfeit the earnest money and any other deposits made and proceed to resell the property.

RIGHT TO REJECT OFFERS 

The right to accept or reject any or all offers without assigning any reason is reserved.  The right of negotiations with the highest bidder is also reserved.

HANDING OVER OF POSSESSION OF SITE
Possession of the subject site to the tenderer shall be handed over shall be handed over simultaneously with receipt of full amount.


9.
WITHDRWAL OF OFFER
In case the successful tenderer withdraws his offer subsequent to its being accepted by the Assets Sale Committee, any payment made by the tenderer including EMD would be forfeited by BIC Ltd.

10.
PROVISION FOR SETTLEMENT OF DISPAUTES
In case of any dispute between the parties in respect of interpretation of the terms of this Tender Document or anything arising out of bid such dispute or difference shall be referred to the Chairman, Asset Sale Committee, BIC Ltd.  He shall be empowered to adjudicate and decide the disputes, if any, between the parties and his decision shall be final, conclusive and binding on both the parties.

MISREPRESENTATION / FRAUD / BREACH OF TERMS & CONDITIONS

If it is discovered at any point of time that the Tender/Purchaser has purchased the land by suppression of any fact or mis-statement or misrepresentation or fraud or if there is any breach of the conditions of the tender or violation of any of the terms of the sale deed, the sale may be cancelled by the BIC Ltd.   In such an event, Tenderer/Purchaser will not be entitled to any compensation whatsoever, or refund of any earnest money or any other amount paid by him.

NOTES:

Canvassing in connection with the tenders is strictly prohibited and the tender submitted by the tenderer who resorts to canvassing shall be rejected summarily.

12.        Acceptance of the offer

a. The bidder shall submit the offer in an envelope (enclosed) marked Bid offer for (Park House/Park Lodge) along with requisite EMD draft drawn on nationalized bank in favor of BIC Ltd. Kanpur in other envelope (enclosed) marked "EMD". Both the envelopes along with terms and conditions duly signed on each page should be put in one big envelope (enclosed) and marked "Tender for Park House/Park Lodge, and submitted in the tender box, kept in the office of G.M.(P&A), BIC Ltd. Kanpur at any working day from 05.02.2008 to 01.03.2008 (3.00 PM).
b. First the envelope containing EMD shall be opened and after verification for correctness in terms of amount and bank the envelope containing bid shall be opened by the committee and read out.
c. The offers of all the bidders shall be placed before the Asset Sale Committee for consideration. 
d. The decision of the Asset Sale Committee in this matter shall be final.
e. The Asset Sale Committee reserves the right to reject any tender.  The decision of the Asset Sale Committee in this respect will be absolute.  The Asset Sale Committee may for reasons to be recorded in writing, reject any tender including the highest tender.  The Asset Sale Committee would not be obliged to give a copy of reasons for rejection of the bid to the unsuccessful tenderer.
